Science World upgrades update (Lisa) – Bike by the counter, it is pretty fun! Need stationary protection from the weather.  We need to channel the pedestrians and move the cycle path to Main.  We need to write a letter to say that, to prepare for growth, what we want is a southbound lane on Quebec from Adanac to 1st, and a separated bike lane on Main St. for commuters.

Arbutus Corridor – should we give up on this for now? – so far we have been told there's no hope for the railway to be converted into a greenway right now.

UBC Sub-Committee – letter re reflectors on NW Marine Dr shoulder (Jens) development on 16th Ave. @ Westbrook Mall, to widen 16th to Marine to 4 lanes, with 2-lane traffic circles + 2 lanes on East Mall at 16th Ave. It doesn't look safe for cycling.  It's in Christy Clark's riding – letters are going out to her and other candidates in the riding.  MoTI will ok UBC's plans. If they follow Dutch plans, which call for tunnels for 2-lane roundabouts... The 4 lanes are not good for a 2-lane roundabout – though they are saying that 2-lane roundabouts are safer (false).  MotI needs to look at the curvature of the roundabouts.

Broadway Corridor – update from public forum and our Broadway doc (Lisa, Henny) – the original document is going dead due to hyperlinks (links have changed).  The document needs to be updated and circulated.

We would love to have map integration of the spreadsheet, where people could input the gaps they find.  We should try to get grants from the Vancouver Foundation for someone to do a job for HUB.  We need to connect with the Bike to Work Week people, to collect data about routes.
