1) Minutes for Aug. 6, 2009 Meeting adopted with further comments:

· Gilmore Bridge (over hwy 1) west side has pot holes

· BC Parkway has many roots uplifting the path

· Burnaby should have a policy on root encroachment.  If they do it properly the first time it will save future expenses.  Repairing with hot asphalt is expensive.  Trails need better compaction and a proper foundation.  We may need to talk to engineering.

· Carleton bike route by Hasting:  Hazardous area for cycling because cars are not backing into parking stalls as directed by signage.  We need to check if Burnaby has a by-law, so it can be enforced. 

2) Concerns of existing routes:

· 12th and Mary, Luis to email Mark Delsanto/ Stuart Ramsey.

· Moscrop and Boundary intersection:  Vancouver side has curb cut right in middle of intersection.  Luis to check and clarify intent with Vancouver and Burnaby.  Bike lanes are too far in the middle.  Make more sense to have just one cyclist lane.

· City will look at keeping CVG along Still Creek, but there are property acquisitions.  Suggested they can trade front property with the back.

· Boundary and Adanac:  Luis B. suggested  a cut in the Boundary St. centre boulevard to make a left turn bay for cyclists heading west from Douglas.  City should paint bike lanes on Douglas.  New route will go up Macdonald, thereby bypassing the steep hill on Union for eastbound cyclists.

· Westbound on Lougheed between Beta and Brentwood Mall, cyclist lose the bike lane.  Suggest more width from the Mall and sharrows painted.

· Old blockade at Cambridge and Esmond:  suggest 4 ft. cut for bikes and wheel chair access.

· CVG by Costco:  Barricade misaligned, difficult to ride with a tandem.

· Westbound on Lougheed by Kensington overpass:  Cut needed on curb to get to bike ramp.

3) Future Routes:

· Lakefield, eastern edge of Burris

· N. Fraser Way is not bike friendly.  City doe not appear to be interested in putting it along the railway.

· We must keep abreast of the Willingdon Ave. (future expansion)  meetings for the section from the Hwy to Hastings.

4) General Concerns:

· Lack of bicycle parking in Burnaby.  Does Burnaby have a bylaw for bike parking.  EG:  Bill Copeland Sports Centre has no bike biking for such a large facility.  Vancouver has a bylaw but it appears Burnaby has it as part of the development permit.  Therefore only new buildings must have bike parking.

· Engaging the City of Burnaby:  Mike Peel present at our meeting.  Can contact Mark Delsanto or Stuart Ramsey.  The members on the bicycle advisory committee for the city may need to be changed to bring in new ideas and to replace less active members.

· Need a more comfortable way to get back on Lougheed from Winston (CVG) heading eastbound.  Suggest continue bike lane along Winston/Government to Lougheed and have a left turn provision.

· Southbound on Gaglardi:  Hard to get on the CVG.

5) Other Business:

-  Bike to School:   Moreno holding parent information sessions on             walking/cycling school bus at St. Helen’s School.  Suggested a bubble zone (no cars) around schools would make it safer for pedestrians and 

cyclists.
