5) CoB Cycling/Pedestrian Advisory Committee (CAC) formation—update:

· We would like to create an Active Transport (cycling, walking, etc…) and Traffic Calming Committee, which operates at the same level as the Transportation and Safety Committee.  This would give the CAC more power.  Currently the CAC is a sub-committee of the Transportation Committee.  

6) S-2-R Cycleway Report—update:

· We will present our report in June to the city’s Traffic Committee.

7) Cycle Parking By-Law:

· Upcoming committee meetings May 18th (Parks) and 31st (Community Development)

· We will present our report that supports special event bicycle parking to the Parks Board meeting on May 18.  

· We will request the city staff to do research on an off-street parking by-law at the May 31 Community Development board meeting.  We would like to see Burnaby adopt such a by-law.

8.a)  Community Event:  Hats Off Day:

· Takes place on June 4, we have a display table and tent, which will be supplied by VACC head office.  We have requested the location in front of Safeway.  We need volunteers to attend the table from 8:30am to 3pm.  The theme is “children”.  Maybe we can give away things for the kids such as bike maps, lights, stickers, etc…  We can try to get donated things from businesses, such as bike shops.

    8.b)  Bike to work week:

· We decided not to set up our own station (VACC Burnaby Committee), because we will be too busy with Hats Off Day.  VACC head office will set up two stations in Burnaby.  If you would like to volunteer at the stations, go to their website.

9)  Vision Day -- Cycling for Everyone:  A Vision for Cycling in Burnaby by 2025

· Organize a seminar/meeting where we could discuss the future of cycling in Burnaby.  Invite city council and staff, Translink, SFU, businesses, public, etc…

· We need to find out what the City is planning to do with Willingdon Ave from the highway to Hastings.  They may be planning an urban trail, but we would also like to see a bike lane, at least north bound.

· A new development is being constructed at Cliff Ave and Hastings St.   We need to find out what cycling infrastructure, if any, will be put in.

· City Hall area needs to be improved for cycling.  No good bike routes to City Hall/Deer Lake from the North.  Using Kensington or Norland heading south is not that safe.
